In addition to jamming around the square, there will be on-stage performances by local, regional, and national musi-
cians throughout the day on Saturday and Sunday in the Main Stage Tent in Hancock Park with headliners to include
Michael Cleveland and Flamekeeper, Jesse McReynolds and the Virginia Boys, The Dixie Bee-Liners, Ginny Hawker and
Tracy Schwarz with Kari Sickenberger, and John Lilly.

Other scheduled performers include The Buzzard Mountain Boys; Gold Rush with Neel Pender; the Georgia Mudcats;

High Windy; Whitepath; Camp Creek Committee; The Rosin Sisters; Curley Maple; and the Georgia Pick and Bow Tradi-
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ing Ginny Hawker, Tracy Schwarz, Kari Sickenberger, John Lilly, Sonny Houston, Neel Pender, and Dan Martin.
