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HAMPER McBEE

As a native Tennessean, | am somewhat embarrassed to say that when Buck asked me to do an article on Hamper
McBee, | didn’t really know who he was talking about. To orient me, Buck
loaned me three items from his substantial collection of Americana: 1) a DVD
of the 1978 film Raw Mash 2) an original LP entitled Raw Mash/Songs &

~ Stories of Hamper McBee" that was issued by Rounder Records as a follow-up

' to the film, and 3) The CD Hamper McBee: Cumberland Moonshiner, which is a
Spring Fed Records reissue of an out-of-print LP originally released by Prestige/
Folklore in 1964.

. Charles Wolfe wrote the liner notes on the Rounder LP, and Roby Cogswell

wrote the notes for the new CD re-issue. Both are well written articles, and the

entire package has given me a very entertaining introduction to the life and

~ times of a unique fellow, a Tennessee original who is affectionately
remembered as a “likeable troublemaker.”

Hamper was born in 1931 and grew up in the backwoods on Monteagle
Mountain near Sewanee, Tennessee. He was, at various times, a construction
worker, logger, carnival barker, river barge cook, mule driver, and tavern
keeper, but his legacy is built on his remarkable talents as a singer, moonshiner
and “wildly funny story teller.”

He had Andy Griffith’s rural charm with words, and you can almost hear Andy
when Hamper says things like, “Yeah, it’s rainin’ outside, but | don’t know a
thing in the world we can do about it.” But Hamper was the product of a
more rough-and-tumble environment, and profanities that would never
have passed Andy’s lips pepper Hamper’s stories like cayenne in a Cajun
stew - as when he tells about the moonshiners who let too much steam
build up in their boiler and “that g-----n still left the forest like a g-----n
rocket.”

Predictably, moonshining and heavy drinking kept Hamper at odds with the
law, and there is some sadness and regret in his voice when he recounts his
many arrests and bouts with alcohol withdrawal. But those melancholy
reflections, along with the chill and hardness we hear when he talks about
sheriffs, bankers, or “friends” who betrayed him to the authorities, allow
us to see him as a real person and in total, the recordings capture his
authenticity and attest to his having genuinely lived the life he tells us
about.

Hamper had a local popularity much of his life, but his horizons expanded
after he was “discovered” by the students and faculty at the University of
the South in Sewanee. In addition to his recordings and television
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documentary, he was boosted into the national limelight by
appearances at the 1982 World’s Fair in Knoxville, and at the
1986 Smithsonian Festival of American Folk Life in Washington,
D.C. where he “sang ballads and made whisky in the shadow of
the White house.”

Hamper is gone now, but luckily the cooperative efforts of the
Tennessee Arts Commission, the Arts Center of Cannon County,
the Center for Popular Music at MTSU, and numerous other
organizations and individuals have saved his warmth, wit and
wisdom for generations to come. Hamper was a most
entertaining fellow, and | have thoroughly enjoyed making his
acquaintance.

The Fine Art of Fiddle Plunking

What Is Fiddle Plunking? To plunk, hold your fiddle more or less like you would hold a mandolin. Then plunk the strings
with the thumb on your right hand while you finger the notes with your left hand.

Why Plunk? Most of us have trouble chewing gum and walking at the same time. Similarly, it’s difficult to finger and
bow a tune all at once, especially when you are learning the tune. It's much easier if you take it one step at a time.

How to Proceed: The next time you want to learn a tune, plunk it until your left hand can play it fairly well. Then add
the bow. You can also practice the tunes you already know by plunking them. It’s a good way to work out the rough
spots.

Additional Advantages of Plunking: Normal fiddle practice can be physically exhausting. It requires you to sit up in an
armless chair or to stand up straight, but you can plunk while you sit in an overstuffed armchair or even while you lie in
bed. That means you can relax after a long, hard day in the salt mines and still do some pretty productive practicing. If
you want to watch TV, you can plunk during the commercials, and if you are with another person who is reading or
watching TV, your plunks will be too soft to irritate your companion. Keep an El Cheapo fiddle near your favorite
armchair and another by the bed, where plunking opportunities abound. Give it a try. Lots of fiddlers have found that it
helps tremendously.

CAUTION: If you take up plunking, be sure to rest the pads of your fingers (right hand) on the top of your fiddle—NOT
your fingertips. Otherwise, your fingernails will gradually eat into the varnish on the top of your fiddle. You might want
to follow Ray Mathes'’s lead and plunk with a flatpick. Then you won’t touch the top at all.

September Fifth-Thursday with Rick Fretter: Singing Civil War Era Songs

We’'re happy that Rick Fretter has agreed to lead this workshop. Many of us have heard him sing at our jams. Rick is a
long-time shape note singer and leader and has led gospel sings at Breakin’ Up Winter and many other places.

This subject will have us paying attention to the origins of music we already know and also get us to identifying with
voices with ranges close to our own while exploring harmony and balance with other ranges. A fair number of gigs we
are asked to play are illuminations of history that can be enhanced by having truly period-connected music. We will
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have some fun and enrich our music experiences while building our song repertoire with Rick leading us. Like all our
jams, this session at the Buchanan Log House is free and open to all lovers of old-time music. ~MLD
