   Notsba has certainly covered a lot of ground during the past year. Under 
Ed Gregory’s leadership the previous year, we filed our Charter, and Ed 
laid the groundwork for our application of 501(c)(3) status. Notsba’s 
501(c)(3) application was submitted and approved during the winter 
months. 
   We relocated our jam site from a local high school to Two Rivers 
Mansion and Buchanan Log House. Both of these are delightful historic 
venues for playing old-time music. Along with the new venues, we have 
enjoyed seeing over two dozen new visitors at our jams, and we have 
increased the public jam time from three times a month previously, to four 
times a month now. As a group, we have enjoyed seeing and playing 
music with some old friends that we have not seen for a while. 
   Notsba played at approximately 12 different events around Nashville 
during the past year. These events included crowds numbering from a few 
dozen to several hundred. 
   Notsba is no different from other volunteer associations. We local folks 
have the pleasure of seeing many of our friends from several states each 
year at Breakin’ Up Winter. Sharing traditional music in these settings 
would not be possible without the participation, preparation, help, and 
involvement of many, some of whom have pitched in and helped make 
BUW a success for many years. These participants include musicians and 
nonmusicians. I would like to additionally extend my personal 
appreciation to each volunteer who participated at BUW 11, many of 
whom were recognized in the March newsletter. 
   Although numerous friends have assisted with our projects, some 
volunteers were particularly noteworthy. Pam and Bob Hightower of 
Maryville volunteered to help with any assigned tasks at BUW 11. In a 
meeting with our caterer following the event, Marcia, owner and chef of 
Mad Platter, made mention of the help offered her by Bob and Pam as she 
and her staff were setting up. “This early assistance and friendly, helpful 
attitude,” Marcia said, “helped set the positive atmosphere that continued 
through the entire weekend.”
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   While several examples could be mentioned, 
another one that comes to mind is that set by 
Phil and Kitty Sparks.

The Jam Session II

   Of all the music genres, old-time and 
Bluegrass are the most open to jamming. Even 
down home country music usually involves 
only a couple of good ol’ people being invited 
over to pick, and it’s not generally done in 
public. If you examine the various 
advertisements for Bluegrass festivals (all 
family events), somewhere you will find the 
note: “Jamming welcome.” This note can be 
misleading to a novice or uninitiated fan. A 
great percentage of the time, it means “Bring 
your own group, and play in the campground 
or parking lot.” It definitely does not mean 
“Bring your instrument and jump in.” You 
may be invited to join in–if someone in the 
group knows you and needs your ability with 
a certain instrument. Very rarely do Bluegrass 
jams include a mass jam where everyone is 
welcome. 
   Old-time music is the most adaptive to mass 
or “everybody” jams, but there is a protocol 
here too. Dave Cannon has written previously 
about these protocols. I will only expound 
generally on his work and make a couple of 
additions. 
   Old-time music has always been a friendly 
form, for both audience and musicians. While 
it can have a written form, most musicians 
follow their own or their club’s renditions, but 
everyone is welcome to join in. Quite a few of 
the real old-time musicians don’t let music get 
in the way of their playing. This can cause 
some problems with our modern jam sessions 
because someone’s rendition of a certain tune 

may clash with what is being done by the 
group. Dave’s piece on jam sessions listed 
some rules for jams. Some I may repeat so 
bear with me. 
1. Listen to what the players are doing. Try to 
fit in. 
2. Don’t jump in until you are sure you are 
welcome. 
3. If you are not welcome, don’t try to start 
your own jam right next to the others. 
4. Don’t try to jam with the better musicians 
unless you think you can run with them. 
5. Only one bass to a jam. Two don’t mix. 
You can, however, alternate. 
6. Stay within the old-time music genre. No 
Bluegrass, no country, no Celtic, no old-time 
tunes not known by the group. (Slow jams are 
for such tunes.) 
7. Even in old-time, you may notice a small 
knot of players off to one side. They are there 
because they want to play together for 
whatever reason. You probably are not 
welcome to jump in. 
8. Don’t get sidetracked in a discussion with 
someone about anything other than the 
session. No one wants to hear about your good 
guitar deal or some recent adventure. 
9. If you don’t know the tune, don’t play. 
Listen and learn it. 
10. Remember, others are there to play. Don’t 
make them wait while you try to learn a tune 
or part. Do this after the jam is over. 
   EXAMPLE: At Breakin’ Up Winter this 
year, Mike Seeger and Roland White were in 
the lodge for a mass jam, and I enjoyed being 
a part of it. 
   After the session was over, Mike said he and 
Roland were going to do a few numbers 
together as something like a little show. I was 
the only bass player in there at the time. I 
didn’t know Mike personally, but I had played 
on several occasions with Roland and his 
group. I went quietly over to Mike and Roland 
and asked if they wanted someone on bass. 
   Roland immediately said yes and Mike, on 
Roland’s acceptance of me, agreed. I would 
never have jumped in if they had not 
welcomed me in advance. In addition, by 
being quiet and asking, I did not put them on

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the spot in public should they have not needed 
me. 
SIGNS OF A JAM IN TROUBLE: 
   Here’s what can happen when someone has 
interjected themselves into the group and is 
not fitting in. 
● Suddenly, the original jammers start doing 
something other than playing. 
● There is a long, uneasy silence. 
● Things come up that one or more musicians 
have to go and do when five minutes ago they 
were having fun playing. 
● Someone not initially involved in the jam is 
given the lead, and the original musicians start 
to fade away. 
   Remember, jamming is like other things in 
life–You can spoil the mood. □ 
Editor’s Note:  Jim Lawrence has been a 
musician for about fifty years. He learned 
guitar in order to play with his grandfather, a 
fiddler, and an uncle, George Gwyn, who 
played clawhammer banjo. Jim has been 
involved in folk, Bluegrass, and commercial 
country, as well as old-time. He has been 
working with his youngest daughter, Jewelia, 
who is an accomplished old-time, Celtic, and 
Jazz fiddler in her own right. □ 
 

A Report from Sam McCracken Days

   The skies darkened, the wind howled, the 
tents lifted, the clouds boiled, the thunder 
roared, the lightening crackled, the rain 
poured, the hail pelted, and yet the contest . . . 
rolled on. 
   Anyone who left early from Sam

Outside, waves of storms 
continued to roll through, with the school 
getting a loud pelting of hail right in the 
middle of one of the fiddle contests. 
   Although the contestants were damp and 
tired, good humor was the rule of the night. 
One contestant joked that he felt like he was in 
a musician’s storm shelter and expected the 
Red Cross to show up any minute with cots 
and hot soup. Another one laughed that if 
FEMA showed up, he would make a run for it. 
   Delmer Holland and The Blue Creek 
Ramblers, with Rebekah Weiler on old-time 
banjo, took first place honors in the Old-Time 
String Band Competition, Rebekah took third 
in Old-Time Banjo, and Delmer took third in 
Senior Fiddle.
